Date Activity Remarks ¸ƻǳ ƘŀǾŜ ǘƻΧ 

Wednesday
14th July 
2010 

Fly to Srinagar in the morning. 
Drive to Aru via Pahalgam.  
(~3 hours). Overnite in Aru 
guesthouse. 

Aru is only half hour from Pahalgam and is a 
stunning bowl shaped valley surrounded by 
high peaks from all sides with the river 
flowing through it. We stay in a family run 
guesthouse. 
 

 

Book your tickets from 
Mumbai- Srinagar.  

15th July The trek starts from Aru. Today 
we will walk for ~10 km in the 
Lidder valley till we reach the 
camping site of Lidderwat. 
Overnite in tents. 

 

A short but steep climb from Aru is the only 
challenge for the day as thereafter we walk 
along the Lidder river in what is one of the 
most beautiful valleys in Indian Himalaya.  

 

 

16th July ! ƭƻƴƎ ŘŀȅΩǎ ǿŀƭƪ ǘƻ YƻƭŀƘƻƛ 
glacier and back through bhoj 
patra forest and moraine.   
~ 21km. Camp at Lidderwat 
again. 

We will walk as far as possible to the 
Bakrawal huts just under the glacier. The 
gujjar and bakrawal settlements at Kolahoi 
are the only inhabitants of this valley and 
are a cheerful bunch of people.  

 

 

17th July An easy walk back to Aru in the 
morning. Have lunch and drive to 
Srinagar. Overnite in a houseboat 
on Dal lake. 

 

An easy walk back to Aru after breakfast 
and a meal later we will drive to Srinagar. 
Sunset on Dal lake is an experience beyond 
words. 

 

Sunday, 
18th July 
2010 

Fly back to Mumbai in the 
morning.
